Supervisor Farnholz called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 PM followed by the pledge to the flag and approval of the minutes of the meeting of March 10, 2022 on MOTION by Councilman Johnson and seconded by Councilman Paddock and passed unanimously.

1. Route 5 Storage – 7054 West Main Road – Addition of Four (4) Storage Units –

Supervisor Farnholz read the following notice of public hearing:


PLEASE TAKE NOTICE, the Town Board of the Town of LeRoy will hold a public hearing on 

March 24, 2022 at 7:00 PM at the Town Hall, 48 Main Street, LeRoy NY to hear any and all comments regarding the Special Use Permit application and Site Plan Review submitted by 

Jeff Cook to construct four [4] additional 6,000 sq. ft (30 x 200 ft) storage buildings at an existing self-storage facility located at 7054 West Main Road, LeRoy NY.

Glen Thornton, Thornton Engineering – Engineer for applicant presented plan for expansion of four additional storage units with fenced area and archeological study to be completed prior to SPDES stormwater permit for facilities.  Area will drain towards the north with a bio retention system as required by DEC with a slow release of drainage to retention pond.  Fire access road will be 20’.

Route 5 Storage – 7054 West Main Road – Addition of Four (4) Storage Units –

RESOLVED, the Town Board of the Town of LeRoy approves the special use permit application submitted by Jeff Cook for 7054 West Main Road, LeRoy, NY to construct four (4) additional 6,000 sq.ft. storage buildings at an existing self-storage facility with approval by the local planning board and Genesee County Planning Board with the following stipulations:  Applicant completes a Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP) and obtains a Stormwater Permit for Construction Activity form DEC prior to final approval from the Town; and Short Environmental Assessment Form (EAF) states that the project is located in an archaeological sensitive area, the applicant obtain documentation from the State Historic Preservation Office (SHPO) as to the project’s impacts on archaeological resources.

RESOLVED, the Town Board of the Town of LeRoy authorizes National Grid to replace 40 roadway streetlights for Asbury and Linwood Road Districts and all Town Outside lighting with LED Lighting at a conversion cost of $3,408.53 with National Grid covering $2,430 under Energy Efficiency Incentive Program offered and balance of $978.53 to be covered by the Town of LeRoy; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the following wattage will apply to conversion: 250 watts with blinders if near a residence on intersections; 150 watts for non-intersection areas; 25 watts for Asbury and Linwood Roads without blinders.
